Downdraft Ducting Solutions

There are several ways to duct and vent a downdraft, and
this needs to be sorted before installation to ensure you're
allowing for the right setup. Will it be under the floor, through
the wall, or recirculated? There are five options to vent out
of the unit, front, back, side, bottom or side. A minimum of

2 meters is the optimal length of duct for the best airflow at
minimal noise.

CHOOSE YOUR MOTOR

For downdrafts, there is the specially designed Front Mounted
(DDFMEL), or the SEM12ELA motors, or you can choose the
standard Internal Inline (SEM11 or 81) or External Wall Mounted
(SEM21 or 71). Check the products specification sheet to see
which motor suits that model. Knowing which motor to use
will help in choosing how you'll duct the hood.

When ducting your downdraft, it's important to avoid flexible ducting. Flexible ducting can increase movement which

increases noise, and can reduce extraction power.

Downdraft rangehoods have the option of being recirculated. With recirculated rangehoods the air is passed
through the rangehood filter and then blown back into the room and come with a carbon filter to help clean the air
that’s being recirculated.

While we do not recommend recirculating your downdraft, this is often a good option for small spaces, or if you're
unable to duct your rangehood outside, making it ideal for apartments or homes without an external venting option.

Note:

A rangehood and a SEM11, 21, 71 or 81 motor cannot be installed back-to-back. We recommend a
minimum of 2 metres between rangehood and motor for best performances and noise reduction
reasons.

USEFUL INSTALLATION INFORMATION

For even better performance especially for cooking
with multiple burners and strong odours, it may be
recommended to use a rangehood larger then the
cooktop area. Please also note Induction cooktops
produce 50% more condensation then gas so please
also take this into consideration when choosing the
best rangehood for your kitchen.

Before installing the rangehood, it is essential to

take into account the depth of the benchtop and
overhead cabinetry or other obstacles which may
affect the operation or maintenance of the rangehood.
The benchtop must adequately fit the cooktop and
rangehood and adhere to the minimum requirements.

This information serves as a general guide; the
diagrams are not to scale and may not cover all
situations.

If the rating label on the rangehood shows the
symbol[d]the appliance is built in Class II° and it does
not need any earth connection.

If the rating label on the rangehood does not show the
symbol[d] the appliance is built in Class I° and it does
need the earth connection.

When performing the electrical connections on the
appliance, please make sure that the current-tap is
provided with earth connection and that voltage values
correspond to those indicated on the label placed
inside the appliance itself.
